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GUIDELINES FOR IMPLEMENTATION OF CENTRALLY SPONSORED 
SCHEME RURAL BACKYARD POULTRY DEVELOPMENT IN ANDHRA 

PRADESH: 

• Rural Backyard Poultry Development is a Government of India assisted 
programme under Centrally Sponsored Scheme with 100% grant for 

distribution of chicks to beneficiaries and 20% subsidy for establishment 
of Mother Units. 

• Following three components are covered under the programme. 

o Establishment of Mother Units on 20% subsidy for rearing Day-Old-
Chicks (DOC) to 3-4 week old growers. 

o Distribution of 3-4 week old chicks (@ Rs. 30 per chick) of low-
input-technology to the beneficiaries of BPL families. 

o Establishment of Mother Units Demonstration Centers at Central 
assisted state farms. 

I.  Establishment of Mother Units for rearing Day-Old-Chicks (DOC) 

to 3-4 week old growers and supply to the identified 
beneficiaries: 

Establishment of Mother Units: 
 

• Mother units (rearing units) have to be established for rearing day-

old-chicks to 3-4 week of age. 

• For establishment of Mother Unit an amount of Rs. 1.00 lakh is 

estimated with low-input technology, out of which a subsidy of Rs. 
20,000/- will be provided as subsidy to the individual for 
establishment of the mother unit if the individual is interest to meet 

the other costs on his own without availing bank loan.  

• The required DOCs for the Mother Units have to be procured from the 

Hatchery-cum-Multiplication Farms being established at Warangal, 
Kadapa, Nellore and Vizianagaram, under Centrally Sponsored 
Scheme “Assistance to State Poultry Farms” Central assisted State 

Farms. If the sufficient number of chicks not available at these farms, 
the DOCs can be procured from PDP/ AICRP, Hyderabad and CPDO, 

Bangalore.   

• Each Mother Unit shall cover about 300 beneficiaries, hence the 

selected beneficiaries should be as much as possible nearer to the 
Mother Unit.  

• The district wise number of Mother Units to be established is enclosed 

Selection of Beneficiaries: 
 

• A suitable NGO or SHG/MMS or an individual who is willing to rear 
and supply the chicks at Mandal/ Division level have to be selected 
for establishment of Mother Units. 

• The beneficiary will be eligible to receive the subsidy component once 
he agrees to supply the required number of 4 wk old chicks for rural 

backyard units.  The subsidy should be disbursed only after 
completion of supply of targeted number of chicks. 

• The concerned JD (AH) or Nodal Officer should ensure the worth of 

the mother unit and eligibility of the subsidy. 

• If the beneficiary is interested to avail IFL (Rs. 36,000/-) from the 

NABARD and the term loan he should approach the banks for 
sanction as per the guidelines circulated by NABARD. 

Selection Procedure: 

• Selection of beneficiary shall be done during the Grama Sabhas. 
 

• The Mandal Level Selection Committee consisting of Mandal Animal 

Husbandry Officer and Mandal Development Officer should invite 



applications by giving wide publicity about the scheme.  Submission 

of applications should be taken up with in a specific time frame / 
period without giving scope for a yearlong approach. 

• The concerned Joint Director (AH) will receive the applications of the 
selected beneficiaries for obtaining the approval from the District 

Collector.  

Distribution of chicks: 

• The DOCs procured from the supplier has to be reared up to 3-4 

weeks age by the Mother Unit and supplied to the selected 
beneficiaries @ Rs. 30/- per chick. 

• During rearing of chicks every effort has to be taken by the Mother 
Units for healthy maintenance and timely vaccinations. 

• The concerned Joint Director (AH) should submit the list of 

beneficiaries/ NGO/ SHGs selected for establishment of Mother Unit.  

II.  Distribution of 3-4 week old chicks of low-input-technology to 

the beneficiaries of BPL families: 

Selection of Beneficiaries: 

• Beneficiaries only from the BPL families have to be selected for 

distribution of 3-4 week old chicks.   

• It should be ensured that the targeted number of SC and ST farmers/ 

beneficiaries, as per the budget allocation.  Thirty percent budgetary 
allocation is to be earmarked for women beneficiaries. 

Selection Procedure: 

• Selection of beneficiaries shall be done during the Grama Sabhas. 
 

• The Mandal Level Selection Committee consisting of Mandal Animal 

Husbandry Officer and Mandal Development Officer should invite 
applications by giving wide publicity about the scheme.  Submission 

of applications should be taken up with in a specific time frame / 
period without giving scope for a yearlong approach. 

• The concerned Joint Director (AH) will receive the applications of the 

selected beneficiaries for obtaining the approval from the District 
Collector. 

Supply of chicks: 

• Each bird of 3-4 wk old costing Rs. 30/- will be provided as subsidy 
and these chicks have to be given to beneficiary families in 

installments checking progress at 16 and 32 weeks. 

• Each beneficiary shall get 45 birds in 3 cycles @ 20, 15 and 10, 

respectively, with a gap of 16 weeks between the cycles as one time 
assistance after checking progress at 16 & 32 weeks.  For further 
requirements they should invest the revenue accrued from this 

assistance. 

• Each beneficiary will be provided Rs. 750/- as fixed cost for night 

shelter, waterers, feederers etc., for accommodating 20 birds at a 
time. 

III.  Establishment of Mother Units Demonstration Centers at Central 

assisted state farms: 
 

• Mother Unit Demonstration centers have to be established at the 
departmental farms assisted under Centrally Sponsored Scheme 
“Assistance to State Poultry Farms” for low input technology birds.                                          
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
